Recycle at a glass bank. You can leave metal caps on!

Electricals and batteries

Contain precious and hazardous material.
Don’t put in your bin - take to a recycling point.

Textiles/clothes
No longer accepted in the recycling bin.
Recycle at a textile bank or charity shop.

Food/shredded paper
Can be composted at home.
Check out our latest offers online.

Carrier bags/film

Some supermarkets may collect carrier bags for recycling
- check locally. Or try re-usable bags.

Disposable Nappies Suffolk

Nappies must be placed in your rubbish bin.
1,500 nappies are picked by hand from the
recycling every day. Try cloth nappies!
