There is the potential for a negative impact on a resident who has mobility issues due to age or 
disability as the locking posts are situated slightly closer to the flats. Resident identifies a 
negative impact on mental health due to possible conflict in finding somewhere to park if locking 
post is removed as would have to share the spaces between everyone.
