The SPD draws attention to features which help define the 
sense of place in each particular part of Ipswich, and which should be reflected in the design of 
development proposals. The SPD supports the implementation of adopted 2017 Ipswich Borough 
Council Local Plan Core Strategy and Policies Development Plan Document policy CS2 (The Location 
and Nature of Development) and DM5 (Design and Character). These policies aim to protect and 
enhance the special character and distinctiveness of Ipswich.

Any such 
application must be made promptly in any event not later than 3 months after the date on which the 
SPD was adopted.
