These walks aim to show you some of the best features of Gippeswyk Park but there 
is still plenty to explore outside of these suggested walks, so go and explore what 
the park has to offer. Please be advised that areas off the path may have wet, steep or 
uneven terrain.

In the woodland walk and long grass meadow please keep your dog on a lead and keep to 
the designated paths to avoid disturbing wildlife and trampling rare plants such as Orchids.

Stand on the hill on the red walk and you’ll have a great view across Ipswich. How many 
Ipswich landmarks can you see?
