Notice is hereby given that on 24th July 2019, in accordance with Regulations 14 and 35 of the Town
and Country Planning (Local Planning) (England) Regulations 2012, Ipswich Borough Council
adopted the Ipswich Town Centre and Waterfront Public Realm Strategy Supplementary Planning
Document (‘SPD’).

The Ipswich Public Realm Strategy SPD supports the enhancement of the public realm within the
town centre and waterfront.

Project delivery issues including
the maintenance and management of the public realm are also covered.

The SPD supports the implementation of adopted 2017 Ipswich Borough Council Local Plan Core
Strategy and Policies Development Plan Document policies CS2 (The Location and Nature of
Development), CS3 (IP-One Area Action Plan), CS4 (Protecting our Assets), CS5 (improving
