Enjoy an outdoor walk

A former brick works, The Dales Local Nature Reserve is a beautiful site filled with woodland 
walks up challenging slopes or gentle walks around ponds and meadows. 

These walks aim to show you the best features of the nature reserve, please be advised that 
there are several areas of steep and uneven terrain including steep steps within the woodland. 
The natural paths within the woodland can become slippery during adverse weather 
conditions. During your visit please keep your dog on a lead and keep to the paths to avoid 
disturbing wildlife.

Enjoy the undulating hills of the old brickworks and explore the wildlife rich ponds in the dips 
and valleys.
